	Liberty County Government



	The governing body of Liberty County is the Board of Supervisors, consisting of five supervisors.  The members of the board are elected at large for staggered four-year terms and serve on a part-time basis.  The board elects a president to direct meetings.  It also selects a county manager to serve at its pleasure.  The Columbia State Constitution specifies that counties elect the following 11 county officials (although the law makes allowances for county size):

	Central City Government



	The government of Central City consists of seven council members making up the legislative body.  The council is elected at large on a nonpartisan ballot for four-year terms.  It elects one of its own members as mayor to preside over meetings and to vote on matters before the council, but the mayor has no veto power.  The manager, who is the chief administrative officer of the city, is selected by the council and serves at its pleasure.  The manager carries out the ordinances of the council, makes recommendations to the council, prepares and executes the annual budget, negotiates with labor unions, and approves and removes department heads and other administrative personnel.  The manager has no vote in council meetings.  City Hall is located at Z and 21st Streets.



	Transportation



	Highways



	The county is divided North/South by Interstates 107 and 102 and East/West by State Highway 5.  State Highway 69 intersects with Interstate 102 at Kingston; runs North to Harvest Junction and South through Jasper to the Coastal Highway.  The Coastal Highway (State Route 1) parallels the coast and intersects Interstate 107 at Fisherville.  State Routes 3 and 19 run North from the Coastal Highway inland.



	Railroads



	The Great Atlantic and Pacific Railroad operates two lines within Liberty County.  The line running East/West, paralleling State Highway 5 and US 10, is both a passenger and a freight route.  There are three passenger trains per day scheduled through Central City, at 7:30 a.m., noon, and 5 p.m. There are four freight trains scheduled during the late evening and midmorning hours.  The line running from Tower Beach to Fisherville and through Jasper is strictly a freight line, hauling mining machinery and material.



	Airport



	The Liberty County Regional Airport is centrally located within the State and is capable of handling large passenger and cargo planes.  With runways of 8,000 feet and 4,000 feet, Regional Airport has the capability of serving all but the largest commercial aircraft in use.



	The main lines serving Liberty County are Lynx Airlines and Atlantic Airlines.  Direct flights are available to Washington, D.C.; New York, NY; Atlanta, GA; Memphis, TN; St. Louis, MO; New Orleans, LA; and Mobile, AZ.



	During 1990, there were approximately 15,000 departures from Regional Airport with 210,796 passengers boarding flights.  Additionally, 200,000 pounds of mail and 2,750,000 pounds of freight were handled at the facility.

	Liberty Coliseum and Convention Center



	The Convention Center was completed in 1980 and accommodates the Lightning, a semiprofessional basketball team; the Pounders, a semiprofessional hockey team; and the Liberty Regional Concert Orchestra.  The Convention Center has 95,000 square feet of usable floor space with 350 exhibit booths and meeting space for 8,000 people.  For sporting events, it can be arranged to seat 12,000 people and has parking facilities for 3,000 cars.  The Convention Center is located at the intersection of State Route 69 and Interstate 102, one mile east of Kingston.



	Potential Hazards



	· Hurricane Emily struck in September of 1973, with almost the same force as the "Great Storm of 1934."  Particularly hard hit were the high rise hotels along the beach.  Six of the hotels were so badly damaged that they had to be torn down.  As a result of this storm and new Federal and State regulations on coastal construction, in 1974,  the Bayport City Council passed new building codes restricting building height to four stories and all new homes had to be elevated.  Ten feet above ground level.  This new interest in Hurricane protection was heightened and the codes strengthened in 1978, when Bayport came into full compliance with the National Flood Insurance Program.  Although a relatively minor hurricane, Edward in 1985 caused little damage to Bayport.

	Water Supply

	

	Central City requires 40 million gallons of water per day under nonconditions.  The Central City Water and Sewer Division, supervised by an assistant public works director, is under the direction of the Central City Public Works Department.  The water supply is from a raw water intake located in the Roaring River and three large wells within the city limits.  All surface water is treated by one 40 mgd plant located at S and 3rd Streets.  The wells, located at I-J and 20th, M and 34th, and FF and 4th Streets, are used only in an emergency and at peak production.  Each well has a daily capacity of 650,000 gallons per day which can be pumped directly into the distribution system after onsite chlorination.  All pumps are operated by electric power.

	

	Storage

	

	Storage consists of two 10 million gallon ground storage tanks and four one million gallon elevated storage tanks.  The 10 million gallon tanks are located at M and 34th and LL and 15th Streets.  The elevated storage tanks are located at K and 15th, N and 30th, ICK and 26th, and DD and 2nd streets.  Central City has no access to any outside source of water; however, its treatment plant is modern, and is supplied by overhead lines of short lengths from 12 mv distribution lines.

	

	Sewer Treatment and Collection

	

	The Central City sewage system has two major collection interceptors, one on each side of the river, that follow the Roaring River south to a 50 mgd advanced tertiary treatment plant.  The plant has activated sludge, phosphate removal, LJV disinfectant, and fluidized bed incinerator for sludge treatment with disposal of ash to the landfill.

	

	The effluent discharge flows into the Roaring River.  There is a stringent pretreatment program for industrial and commercial customers.  The 50 mgd plant is located along the Roaring River just North of I-102.

	

	The Water and Sewer Division has 68,000 service connections that serve the 149,000 customers of Central City with meter sizes from ¾ inches to 8 inches.

	Under the Assistant Director of Public Works, the division is broken down into two main sections:  Operations and Plants.  The Plants section is responsible for the operation and maintenance of all water and sewer plants, intake structures, and 21 waste water pumping stations.  The Plants section also maintains the SCADA system that monitors all of the major facilities of the department.  The Operations section is responsible for all other functions, distribution, collection, engineering, meter reading, and billing/customer service.  The Operations section operates out of Maintenance Yard # 1, located at X and 13th Streets, Central City.  The Water and Sewer Division is located at Main Yard #1, X and 13th Streets.
